Carbon monoxide, a poisonous gas created by gas stoves, 
furnaces, and hot water heaters, is the number one source of 
accidental poisoning within our homes.  At higher levels it 
is deadly, but because it is colorless and odorless,  at lower 

levels it may go undetected for long periods of time causing flu - like 
symptoms in an unsuspecting person.  All new homes and apartments are 
required by law to have a CO2 detector close to each bedroom.  Available at 
most store for around $25.00, it is a small price to pay to protect you and 
your family.  Consider a carbon monoxide detector for your home.
